I was
on Walk # 32, Table of Naomi, September 1%t — 4™, 1999, I was like a lost babe in the
woods. I had no idea what to expect. All I really knew was that my sponsor knew my
heart. She was aware that I was not in church, but that I had a deep desire to know
more about God and do more for others. She thought I would get a lot out of the
experience.

Boy was she right! Everything was so new and frankly, overwhelming. I didn't have much to
say during the three days. I was like a sponge just soaking up this message of God's unconditional love
and learning how to get connected to Him in a real way through study, prayer and action. On my first
fourth day, I found a church. I wanted to extend the three day experience. I wanted to stay in touch
with God and His people.

Being asked to serve as Lay Director
for Walk 110 is a tremendous honor. It is my prayer that our incredible team of humble servants just
pour out God’s abundant love all over the camp so that everyone, pilgrims and workers alike, truly feel
God's presence and love. If we can do that, then I believe the Father will be glorified and our mission
will be fulfilled.
